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 The results in GCSE RE in this year group are remarkable with 61 pupils getting ei-

ther A* or A. 40% of pupils achieved A*-A grade; 87% achieved A*-C. 
 Pupils studying Dance achieved the following BTEC Level 2 qualifications; 14 Dis-

tinction *  4 distinctions, 3 merits and 4 passes.  
 Pupils studying Catering achieved 77.2% A*-C. A commendable effort. The classes 

will now spend this year completing a series of practical assignments for which they 
will be awarded an internally verified certificate. Practical skills which will help our 
pupils thrive in this industry.
